1. Addition: Guest Teacher- Renee Peloquin reported on events in the school.

· GSA (gender, sexuality alliance)- student led group. Approx 3-12 students attend. Students wanted to promote GSA purpose & initiatives with posters. Many new students have joined.  Some events in the community to participate in. Movie night last year went well, but students seemed to prefer to socialize (approx. 50 participants attended).

4. Administration Report

· Truth & Reconciliation activities. Had stations for students to experience; Bannock- some batches good/some not so, walk, storytelling, coloring etc
· St. Vital park outing– hot dogs served for gr. 8’s- team building exercise. Can offer a hot dog day x 2/year with particiaption in nutrition program. 
· Student leadership- lots of interested students. Goal: 1- 2 students/class to act as ‘communicators’ -First week November- first meeting.  Students have to write a paragraph of why they would like to be on the Leadership Team. 
· Volleyball- 5 weeks in. 
· School psychologist came in to do neurodiversity presentation to gr. 6 students. Survey to explore topics & prevalence. Addressing misuse of language amongst students.

5. Fundraising Update
a. Healthy Hunger- Alinea
· Discussion of Papa Johns- not as organized as Subway. May consider requesting earlier deliverthan 11:15 am (ie. 11am) to allow for extra time to organize.   Extra lunches ordered & some donated from vendor. 
· Subway lunch profit $110. (Hard to order extra for this lunch). Some families had forgotten to order being the first one of the year. 
· Profit $183 for Papa Johns lunch (10 extra pizzas ordered)
· Upcoming KFC: 5 extra ordered for KFC popcorn chicken/fries. 
· Cost of $85 for those 2 days of extra lunches. Receipt provided from Alinea to Lisa. 

b. SPC planned initiatives; spenst pizza- Range of what we can charge per pizza.  Letter required from school letterhead. Lisa will draft & send to Shannon/Tyler for offical letter.  Plan for feb 13th (Thursday).  Just in case pick up is forgotten, pizza can be stored in freezer for pick up Friday. Plan for parent pick up unless only few pizza’s could send home with child, though not sure if there are risks of pizza damage with this.
