6. Treasurer’s Report

7. Principal Report

As we come to the end of September, student and staff are continuing to build relationships and expand learning in creative ways.   We are pleased to provide some important updates to support student programming and enhance overall student experiences at Shamrock

· School Spirit Week – Students and staff recently participated in a school wide spirit week from October 27 – 31.  Based on a proposal from a group of Grade 7/8 students, donations were also accepted for Winnipeg Harvest.  Feedback from staff and students was positive with many people participating each day.

· Our School Logo survey has now closed with limited participation from staff and students.  16 people responded to the survey, with 7 of those responses from staff members.  Over 50% of these respondents indicated a desire to keep the logos the same and continue to use the scorpion Shamrock logos.  As such, we have decided to delay further conversation related to redesign of logo and move forward with opportunities to order clothing in hopes to a delivery date prior to winter break.

· School Immunizations will take place in December.  These immunizations will include all students in the regular rotation this year as well as those who have missed due to COVID.  We have requested number of students being immunized from Public Health. 

· An inquiry has been made regarding Outdoor Skating Rink based on parent request.  We have received additional information regarding expectations and responsibility of the school.  At this point, we are looking to re-visit this possibility for next year.  We are currently using all areas of the playground to support cohort zones during recess and lunch.

· November 26th Professional Learning Day – Professional Learning in collaboration with our Family of Schools.  Focus on Indigenous Teaching and Learning and Mental Health.

· November Assessment and Reporting – First Term report cards will be posted to the school portal on November 19th.  Student conferences are scheduled for November 24th and 25th.  In consultation with the division, schools across the division are working to define parameters for these conferences, but it is anticipated that they will be a hybrid model of both in-person and virtual appointments.  Care will be taken that anyone attending in person will follow the COVID protocols currently in place including visitor sign-in, use of medical masks and verification of vaccine status.  

· We are reading to start further conversation regarding the potential return to fun lunches in our building beginning in January.  Items must be individually packaged and adhere to all Public Health/COVID protocols.  Our Human Ecology lab is available every Day 2 morning
