· Picture retakes have been canceled but the company said they have space for spring pictures (Tuesday May 18th).  They will be taken in the building as they were in the fall.  There are different backgrounds than in the fall.

· Bill 64 information has been emailed to families with links.  Please read.
· 494 is the projected enrolment for 2021-22 school year.  This number does not include the Sage Creek School students who are using the Shamrock gyms.  As of right now likely there will be no change in the use of the gym.  Sage Creek students will still be occupying them.  It was asked if this a “done deal” or can we do something about this?  Some parents have written to LRSD, Curt is not given these names.  If we have can have 630 students in the school how would this be accommodated if space was needed.  Could Sage Creek students use these empty rooms?  No as it would not meet social distancing requirements.  Some schools did use their own gyms this year.  Could another school accommodate Sage Creek students next year?  Curt suggested someone from LRSD senior leadership come to a PAC meeting to discuss this issue.  Sia suggested we have a separate meeting with someone from LRSD senior leadership.  Itoro will bring the question to the LRSD board meeting tomorrow and then PAC can follow up with LRSD.
· Lynne asked if Curt had any information about painting for the building.  Curt spoke with facilities before spring break.  They said they have to wait for warmer weather.  Funding for this project is still in question.  Curt will be calling facilities every 2 weeks.  

· Kara asked how kindergarten registration is going.  The teacher next year is unknown at this time.  Curt is waiting for LRSD to give permission to post or LRSD may place someone who is declared surplus from another school.  AM and PM registration is based on transportation needs.  The numbers are similar to last year.  There is approximately 40 students registered so far.  

· Chantel asked if the school year starts using the pandemic plan can the school “flip” to the post-pandemic plan.  Yes, it would take some time but can be done fairly quickly.
